he Mater Academy
Charter School

Pavilion is a 33,000-square-
foot facility located in Hialeah
Gardens, Florida. The building
is located adjacent to Mater
Academy Charter School’s
main campus and provides
classroom and performing arts
support for the existing school.
The facility is made up of 22
conventional classrooms, a
drama room, a multimedia lab,
and a 200-seat lecture/multi-
media hall.

The three-story building is
designed to complement the
contemporary architectural
language of the existing school
while retaining its own unique
characteristics. The building’s
primary facade comprises
three distinct elements: the
performing arts volume to the
north, the main classroom
component in the center,
and the stair tower to the
east. Individually, these three
components are symmetrical
in composition. Together,
however, the three elements
